Front End Alignment 
 
There are 3 aspects of front end alignment: (1) toe-In, (2) camber (tilt inward or outward at top of wheel) and 
(3) caster (angle of suspension tilt rearward).  After doing some front end work on my car, I built a couple of 
tools that allow toe-In and camber to be measured.  Of these, toe-in is most likely to be out of adjustment and 
is also quite easy to adjust.  Bring your Triumph over to my place and we will measure these on your car and 
adjust as necessary.
