Tony and Ruth 
Richards, a 
couple of Tri-
umph aficiona-
dos from 
Leicester, Eng-
land, bought a 

TR6 in Texas in April, then drove it 7,000 miles around the 
Western U.S. and Canada before arriving in Colorado just 
in time for the 58th Annual Rallye Glenwood Springs.  This 
is a portion of their story describing their time in Colorado.)  

Rocky Mountain National Park marks our next chal-
lenge.  Trail Ridge Road is, at the highest point, just 
over 12,500 ft above sea level.  I now begin to under-
stand why US TRs are fitted with carburettors!!  Be-
fore we begin our ascent, we are treated to a close 
encounter with a moose and her two calves.  

Our first roadside breakdown in seven thousand miles 
is at 8000 ft in the middle of a National Park!!  Initial 
investigation reveals that we have no petrol.  Manually 
operating the petrol pump confirms that it has failed. 
Fortunately, in the “magic spares box”, famed within 
the Leicester Group, we have a petrol pump repair kit.  
On with the overalls, gloves and out with the work-
shop manual and tools.  I have never fitted new 
valves before, quite a challenge on the side of a 
mountain!  However, two hours later we are back on 
the road.  

Climbing this pass is an out-of-this-world experience.  
We are now driving at approaching half the height at 
which we flew to America!!  The views are stunning.  
We are surrounded by snow-capped mountains and 
driving along roads only recently cleared by the snow 
ploughs.   

Next stop is Denver, Colorado, to meet my cousin Al-
len before setting out to join the 2010 Annual MG 
Club Rallye at Glenwood Springs, Colorado.  

In true American-style, we meet at “Gunther Toody’s,” 
a fifties retro-style cafe for a Welcome Breakfast at 
0730 hrs prior to starting a one hundred and fifty miles 
treasure hunt to Glenwood Springs.  One hundred 
and ninety questions, these guys are serious!!  Plenty 
of opportunities though to stop, chat and confer.  We 
fared well on most questions except those requiring 

local knowledge, but we were treated to a superb 
meal on arrival, courtesy of the Rocky Mountain Tri-
umph Club.  

Saturday morning again started early—0700 hrs!!  A 
two hundred and fifty miles speed trial.  Fortunately, 
there was a training session for the novices!!  Well, 
what fun.  At one stage, I counted ten cars all going in 
different directions!!  Naturally we were amongst 
them, only to find that we had all missed an earlier 
turning.  After a good laugh and a chat, we truly felt 
part of the event. The evening was rounded off with a 
superb formal dinner, with entertainment provided by 
a youth choir and the prize-giving.  Shucks, we were 
only allowed to claim direct mileage from Texas to 
Glenwood Springs, so we just lose out on the prize for 
the car that had traveled the furthest to the event.  In 
lieu, we receive a rapturous round of applause for be-
ing just plain stupid or very courageous to drive an old 
Triumph TR6 circa 8000 miles around America!!!  

Sunday morning we are taking part in a “Car Funk-
hana,” a timed circuit of the cones in the car park of 
the local park.  Not to mention approximately one hun-
dred and thirty Triumph and MG Cars on display, 
competing for concours and club prizes!!  We are 
made most welcome, made great friends, and fixed a 
few cars too.  Perhaps amongst the most pleasing is 
to check the brakes on a 1974 TR6 owned and driven 
by two lovely ladies from Denver.  

After such an exhausting weekend, Ruth and I head 
for the Glenwood Hot Springs Olympic-size pool for a 
long, hot soak in the sun.  Next morning we are on our 
way to Colorado National Monument [and Utah].
