Trivia Answer 
 

GM began experimenting with aluminum engines 
in the early 1950s and work on a production unit 
began in 1956.  Intended for 180 ci (2.9 L) dis-
placement, engine design leader Buick decided 
to begin with a larger, 215 ci (3.5 L) size, which 
was ideal for the new 1961 Buick, Pontiac, and 
Olds "senior compact cars."  The 90o V8 had a 
bore of 3.5” and a stroke of 2.8” for an actual dis-
placement of 3533 cc.  It was the world’s lightest 
mass-production V8, with a dry weight of only 
318 lbs.  The expense of the aluminum engine 
and its high casting failure rate led to cancella-
tion after the 1963 model year.  In January 1965, 
the rights and design plans were sold to Britain's 
Rover Group.  Rover redesigned block casting 
and the engine remained in production for 40 
years as a 3.5, 3.9/4.0, 4.2, and 4.6 L V8.  GM 
tried to buy the V8 back, but Rover declined.  
However, Rover did offer to sell new V8 engines 
to GM.  GM, of course, refused that option 
(maybe GM should have just purchased Rover!).
