Fuel Injection Tech Session

On April 23, MG Car Club president Keith
Kerr hosted a fuel injection tech session for
14 MG and RMTC members. Incidentally,
the RMTC members outnumbered the MG
Club members for once!

Keith demonstrated the MegaSquirt-based

FI system installed on his MGB. The FI util-

izes dual Suzuki motorcycle throttle bodies

and two Jeep injectors. The throttle bodies

come in a set of four, but only the outer two

are used for the MGB application., Keith ac-
guired throttle bodies and injectors from

eBay and sets up and trouble-shoots the

system with a laptop. He built the Mega-

Squirt Engine Management System from a

kit, which saved him 50% of the cost of an assem-
bled system (of course, he is an electrical engi-
neer). Keith’'s MGB will now pull the hill on C-470
northbound to I-70 at 75 mph in 4th overdrive.

For the benefit of the RMTC members, Keith had
roughed out an FI system for a single-carb Spitfire
(shown in the photo below). This uses a side-draft
Suzuki 750GSX-R throttle-body and a Jeep 37 Ib.
fuel injector, theoretically capable of giving a Spit-
fire 1500 as much as 85 horsepower.

Several ex-
amples of FI systems applied to TR6s, Spitfires,
and GT6s can be found on the internet.

1 jalapeno pepper (optional), finely diced

more heat desired. Simmer for a 1/2 hour or more.
