A Letter to RMTC 
(Editor’s note: letter received just before the news-

letter deadline and added for your info.) 
 

Dear Friends and Family, 
 
A few weeks ago I notified you that an illness Judy 
had contracted as evidenced by tiredness and 
some dizzyness had been diagnosed as a bleeding 
ulcer which was treated with antibiotics and was to 
be monitored after a month with a followup endo-
scopy. It seems that there was some suspicious tis-
sue present which after a third endoscopy proce-
dure, pathology, and a CAT scan was identified as 
a Non-Hodgkins lymphoma. 
 
We met with the oncologist today for the definitive 
diagnosis, and prognosis. The good news is that 
the lymphoma is "very curable", is "a very good 
prognosis", and "we will get you through this" all di-
rect quotes spoken confidently without hesitation or 
qualification. At this time it is believed to be a Stage 
1E diagnosis which means the lymphoma is con-
fined to one area or organ and is believed not to 
have spread. We are very encouraged. There will 
be additional tests, scans, and exams along the 
way to confirm and monitor this finding. 
 
Judy will start chemotherapy on Monday, a course 
of chemo once every three weeks for six cycles, 
making a total of eighteen weeks which will bring 
us to the middle of January.  
 
So here we are. Judy is much relieved, needless to 
say, after meeting with the oncologist, and is in a 
good frame of mind as she begins this journey, 
which will not be either easy or pleasant, but with 
the prospect of remission and a cure at the end. 
She has a wonderful support group of friends here 
in Denver, one of whom was with us today, so 
there will be plenty of company for her in her jour-
ney. 
 
Feel free to call or write, but keep her in your 
thoughts and prayers if you will.
